To begin, click on the My Finances tile on your home page [My Finances tile is highlighted] and this
will take you to your finance summary page.

Go to the Transactions tab on the left side of the screen to see a list of all your financial transactions.
By default, it will only show your records that are outstanding. You can use the filter to display all
open and closed records.
